Late arrival/absenteeism:  Please phone the KISSM office (250-574-5437) if your child is going to be late or absent for any length of time.  We do attendance checks in the morning and afternoon, and you will receive a phone call if your child is missing and we have not received notice of an absence. Parking:  We will be using the entrance by the Sagebrush Theatre.  There is lots of space to park on the street as well.

First Day:  Volunteers and KISSM staff will be on hand on the first day of camp to help students who may be unfamiliar with KISSM or the school.  You can feel free to arrive at 8:15 am on the first day if you would like to have time to ask questions or help your child to their first class.  Please bring your instrument and be ready to play!  On the first day students should go directly to their first classroom.  If you have not picked up your KISSM shirt it will be waiting for you in your first class.

Medical and Consent forms:  Please make sure that you have completed the medical and consent forms and sent them in to the office.  In order to ensure the safest camp possible, we would like to review all student medical forms and make sure all staff is aware of any special medical circumstances.  You will be receiving a reminder email soon if we don’t have your forms.

Important Information:

KISSM t-shirts are to be worn at all concerts, and are not to be written on until the LAST DAY of camp, where we will set up a time for t-shirt signing!  Parents are asked to remind students that when signing another student’s shirt that they use respect.  We suggest that it is better that the student is not wearing their shirt while it is being signed. (
*FIRST AID:
Students need to make the first aid attendant aware of any medical conditions that may assist in a first aid emergency. Further to this, students should report all injuries (minor or major) and any medical emergency to a staff member in a quick manner, should a situation arise. The nearest staff member will immediately contact the first aid attendant.

Students who become ill at KISSM will be sent to the office and their parents/emergency contact person will be notified to pick their child up.

Our designated primary first aid attendant is Jennifer Jones. 

Certifications include:  Advanced Medical First Responder 1, CPR-C HCP, and AED training from St John Ambulance.
Lunch:

We encourage students to bring their own lunch with plenty of water to KISSM, as we do not permit anyone to leave the campus while the camp is in session.

Please refrain from sending lunches/snacks with peanut butter or peanut products, as we have several students who are severely allergic to peanuts.

Students must eat their lunch in designated areas, where there will be supervision and are not to wander in any other areas of the school inside or out.  

Students in our Music Makers program will eat their lunch inside their classrooms and then have time to play outside.
Equipment:

KISSM classrooms will be locked, providing a secure room for instruments when they are not in use, but the owner is responsible for the theft or damage of any instruments.

DO NOT TOUCH any instruments other than your own without permission.  Please be careful around instruments and equipment.

Students causing wilful damage to any part of the school or equipment will be held fully responsible for any and all necessary repairs and may be subject to expulsion without refund of fees.
Students who tamper with or otherwise damage emergency equipment (fire extinguishers, fire alarms, etc.) will be held responsible for any and all damage subject to immediate expulsion without refund of fees.
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During lunch and break times students are not to be in classrooms unless supervised by KISSM faculty.
